 2023-2024 Football Squad Information at a Glance 
TRYOUTS: 
· Tryout clinics will be April 10th and 11th from 3:30 to 6:00 pm.  There will be a sign-up link posted on the website under ‘Tryout Info and Forms.’
· All students will try out on April 12th starting at 3:45 pm.  Each child will draw a number and tryout in groups of four.  Girls will need to tryout in a plain t-shirt, plain shorts, tennis shoes, and a bow.  No previous cheer or gymnastics teams should be represented on any piece of clothing.

· Results will be posted by 10:00 pm on April 12th.   

· If your child makes the squad, there will be a parent meeting on April 14th at 6:00 pm in room 602.
ALTERNATES: 
· ANYONE, no matter the grade level or squad experience, can be an alternate.  Alternates can be changed at any time based on performance, grades, or at coaches’ discretion.  
· Alternates will be required to be at all functions and will learn all routines. Attendance to Premier will be MANDATORY for all alternates.
· Alternates can be decided throughout the season.  Even if an alternate is chosen in the summer, more can be selected throughout the season.  Having alternates is essential to the success of the team.
COST: 
· CHEER GEAR: $1,275 for a new cheerleader, as they will need everything. Returning cheerleaders may only pay $625 (depending if previous items are still in good condition and fit appropriately).  There will be optional items, which are not included in the above price.  We also asking parents to purchase 2.5-3 lb. ankle/wrist weights (metal inserts with NO SAND) and white ONLY sports bras for practices and games.
· BUDGET: Our estimated budget for the year is $60,000.  What is not raised will come from the parents.  (Last year, this was $700 per child).  If parents are concerned about costs, they may work events through GNFunding, which will go directly to your child’s expenses (not the team).
· The parent/guardian is responsible for the Varsity bill, Premier summer camps, and monthly Premier practices. 
· Varsity totals will be given when available, and a payment plan can be designed, if needed.  All Varsity bills must be paid in full before Thanksgiving break.  Any money owed for Nationals/budget will be due in January.
· All fundraising is done as a TEAM, and all money will be distributed evenly between each cheerleader. Fundraisers will be planned throughout the season.
· A payment of $250 will be due on April 17th at the Varsity fitting. The first $100 is a down payment for the Varsity bill.  The second $150 is a player fee, which will go towards equipment, team dinners, and any other necessities.  
CAMP:
· UCA Credentialing/Stunt Camp will be June 12th and 13th at Blackman Middle School. (June 12th goes from 12:00 to 6:00 pm; June 13th goes from 9:00 am to 4:00 pm).  The cost is $192 per athlete.
· Choreography Camp will be from June 19th, 20th, and 21st at Premier Athletics from 9:00 am to 3:00 pm.  The cost is $165 per athlete.

· BHS Cheer Camp will be July 18th, 19th, and 20th at Blackman High from 9:00 to 12:00.  The cost is $75 per athlete.

· ATTENDANCE TO CAMPS ARE 100% MANDATORY! If you already know that you cannot attend, please do not try out.  

PREMIER/ SCHOOL PRACTICES:

· We will practice at Premier on Mondays and Thursdays from 3:45 to 5:45 starting on May 1.  Tuition is $100 a month.  The yearly registration fee is $40.
· In the summer starting on June 6th, school practices will be on Tuesdays and Wednesdays from 10:00 to 12:00 in the Annex gym.  When school starts, practices will be Wednesdays from 3:30 to 5:30. (Tuesdays may be added after football season ends)
· DEAD PERIOD: JUNE 26th- JULY 9th.  Please schedule vacations during this time.  There will be zero contact between coaches and athletes/parents.
GAMES/ OTHER: 

· Games will be on Tuesday nights from mid- August through mid-October. Attendance to ALL games is 100% MANDATORY.
· An All-star team is allowed.  HOWEVER, BMS Cheer ALWAYS comes first.
